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L. Summary of my Activities and Future Plans

My research focuses on two fields:

1. Development of intervention models with diverse populations (early education, teacher training, education, and social work students) addressing subjects such as positive body image, emotional intelligence, emotional regulation, and the ability to conceptualize, accompanied by follow-up research.

2. Development of theoretical and practical pedagogical research to improve teaching in social work and education, enabling social work and teaching students to progress in the educational space and to develop emotional regulation, empathy, personal well-being, self-esteem, spirituality, and positive body image in diverse ways populations.

Since I received the rank of Senior Lecturer in 2014, I have published 25 articles in peer-reviewed journals based on data I collected over the years and contributed six chapters to six different books. Four additional articles are currently under review. Some of my research was written alone, and some collaborated with colleagues, creating opportunities to construct new research paradigms. Based on my education principles, I also include students in the writing process to empower and encourage them to engage in research.
In the upcoming year, I hope to continue to develop research models and development of programs in Tel Hai to promote personal wellbeing, compassion, and a sense of self-efficacy using pedagogies that focus on observation, mindfulness, and spiritual practice, with the objectives of:

1. Promoting student achievements

2. I am promoting the research knowledge in this area in the education and social work departments at Tel-Hai College. I will strive to continue developing new programs to bring the academic world closer to the community to provide a pragmatic response to educational and social needs and challenges. For this purpose, I plan to develop models and examine them in research, publish them in journals and presents and conferences, teach and implement knowledge areas that deal with thinking skills and learning, and focus on meaningfulness for people/students in higher education.

3. In the 2023-2024 academic year, I will serve as Head of Therapeutic Studies at Tel-Hai College. In this capacity, I will devote time to developing and promoting new programs in therapy to respond to the unique needs arising from the present situation in different population groups and sectors.

4. In the coming year, I intend to write articles based on material that I collected during my stay in the United States and India during my sabbatical. I will also work on expanding the models I developed for the study of populations with special needs and adaptation of the model for field practice in other departments. I estimate that I will write approximately seven articles during this time. Moreover, I conducted an academic collaboration agreement with MIU (Maharishi International University) In Iowa (USA). I am promoting the collaboration of joint programs in varied departments in Tel-Hai as follows: incorporating theory and tools of consciousness awareness for staff, particularly in the education department, advanced therapy studies, social work, and nutritional science. 
5. Research collaboration with Tel-Hai’s Department of Nutritional Science and MIU. Joint research with Dr. Nidich From MIU and myself following up on a research protocol for study on Tel-Hai students diagnosed with PTSD and the effect of practicing and learning basic consciousness by students.  
6. A joint program between the Art Institute in MIU and Tel-Hai’s Art Therapy program. and to inspire them about student exchanges
7. The External studies promote a joint Ayurvedic Practices certificate
8. For all Tel-Hai students, training and studies in essential consciousness, including participating in online joint classes with MIU 
I will also continue to form international collaborative academic relationships to enable the growth of Tel-Hai College, along with writing research proposals together with researchers in Israel and abroad for submission to international foundations. 
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
